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What is the purpose of this document?

The EYES Tracker is a web-based application designed to provide all types of Early Years settings with a simple  -to-use yet comprehensive
system for recording and analysing children's progress throught  he Early Years Foundation Stage, from birth to the end of the Reception year.
Our site now supports the new 2021 EYFS Framework and the new DfE Development Matters.

Our early adopter steering group felt it would be  most useful to analyse progress in terms of the Early Learning Goal (ELG) areas, rather than
just the broader Areas of Learning (AoLs). For example, instead of looking at overall progress in the Literacy AoL, our steer ing group wanted to
look at progress for e ach of the separate ELG areas of Comprehension, Word Reading and Writing.

On the following pages, you will see how the development matters fit into the separate ELG areas on the EYFS Tracker site. Th ey are laid out
with one AoL to a page and include ELGson the right -hand side .

With helpful feedback from our early adopter steering group, we have developed the system to allow you to track progress in line with the new
framework, while still using the familiar EYFS Tracker interface.
